We ask that you please consider our objection to file # 2017-12-086, submitted by Perry Raso,
for a “new oyster farm” in Potter's Pond. While we realize that the acreage in use is under the 5%
rule, we believe consideration should be given to the pond itself — lts physical characteristics and its

use for recreational activities.



The small community, known as the Village at Potter Pond, was formed when families (some making
great personal, financial sacrifices) came together to purchase this property. It was a very difficult,
often emotional, process. The Village has maintained the character of the area, neatly kept, lovingly
cared for, small cottages and mobile homes on Potter Pond in South Kingstown. The 70 families
living in, or sometimes renting, these properties, use the pond for relaxing canoe, kayak, or boat rides
around the pond. Many villagers enjoy getting quahogs from the pond. Children also live in the
village, or spend time there visiting grandparents or family. Paddle boarding has become popular in
the last few years as well.

We believe that any enlargement of Mr. Raso’s oyster farm would adversely affect the beauty and
social use of Potter Pond.

We would like to quote a few paragraphs from an article written in the Boston Globe. The
author is talking about Mr. Raso’s oyster farm.

“I am standing on the pontoon boat Raso,35, uses to shuttle between the dock at his popular
seafood restaurant — the Matunuck Oyster Bar — and his seven-acre commercial aquaculture
lease. Scanning the watery vista, | spot bags that stretch like stepping stones in seemingly endless
lines beneath the surface. Each bag holds between 500 and 2,000 oysters, depending on the size of
the oysters. Raso estimates he uses 10,000 bags. His farm, founded in 2002, produces about
500,000 market size oysters each year. He sells another 4 million to 5 million as 1.5 -inch seed
oysters. He also grows littleneck and cherrystone clams but emphasizes that oysters are the
mainstay of his business.”

“Back on the boat, the sun breaks through the clouds in the late afternoon as Perry pilots the
vessel back to the dock. We pass another pontoon where a half dozen people wearing slickers and
boots are sorting through bags of oysters.”

We believe that these statements support our feeling that Mr. Raso’s harvest of oysters is
sufficient for his use, as well as profiting from the sale of oysters, with his current lease. It also
addresses the physical impact of equipment and workers on the pond with the current lease. That
impact would be even greater with additional acreage.

We would also like to reference the CRMC Guide to Aquaculture Lease Application.

We believe the “Public Trust Policy” is relevant. In closing, we ask that you support our efforts to have
the tranquility and natural beauty of Potter Pond remain as it is.

This email is in reference to file #2017-12-086, submitted by Perry Raso for a “new oyster farm” in Potter Pond. While
we understand that the acreage in use is under the 5% rule we believe consideration should be given to the pond itself
,it’s physical characteristics and its use for recreational activities. The small community , known as the Village at Potter
Pond, came to be as the result of many families (some making great financial sacrifice) coming together to purchase this
piece of property. This has maintained the character of the area, nicely kept small cottages and mobile homes on Potter
Pond in South Kingstown. The 70 families living in, or sometimes renting a property, use the pond for relaxing canoe,
kayak, or boat rides around the pond. Paddle boarding has also become popular in the last few years. Many villagers
enjoy getting quahogs from the pond. Children also live in the Village or spend time there with grandparents and family.
We believe any enlargement of Mr. Raso’s oyster farm would adversely affect the beauty and social use of Potter Pond.
I would like to quote a few paragraphs from an article written in the Boston Globe in May, 2014.

“I am standing on the pontoon boat Raso, 35, uses to shuttle between the dock at his popular seafood restaurant,
Matunuck Oyster Bar, and his seven acre commercial aquaculture lease. Scanning the watery vista, | spot bags that
stretch like stepping stones in seemingly endless neat lines beneath the surface.” “Each bag holds between 500 and
2,000 oysters, depending on the size of the oysters. Raso estimates he uses 10,000 bags. His farm, founded in 2002,
produces about 500,000 market size oysters each year. He sells another 4 million to five million as 1.5-inch seed
oysters. He also grows littleneck and cherrystone clams, but emphasizes that oysters are the mainstay of his business.”
“Back on the boat, the sun breaks through the clouds in the late afternoon as Raso pilots the vessel back to the

dock. We pass another pontoon where a half-dozen people wearing slickers and boots are sorting through bags of
oysters.”

We believe these statements support our feelings that Mr. Raso’s harvest of oysters is sufficient for his use, as well as
allowing him to profit from the sale of his oysters. This is accomplished with his current lease. It also addresses the
physical impact of equipment and workers on the pond.

We ask that you please let the tranquility and natural beauty of Potter Pond remain as it is.

It is my understanding that Perry Raso has filed an application to grow oysters and scallops in
Potter Pond’s Segar Cove. | have strong objections to this application and request a hearing on
this controversial proposal.

My family purchased our home on upper Potter Pond in 1961 and has witnessed significant
changes in development and uses of the Pond through these many years. Perry Raso lives across
the Pond from us and so we see daily — during the four months of the year when we are in
residence — the traffic generated from his dock to service both the restaurant and the existing
oyster farm. In addition to the considerable shoreline that we own on the upper Pond, we also
own property on Sycamore Lane that overlooks Segar Cove and in fact has a direct view of the
chosen oyster farm space.

Like so many, we enjoy many aspects of recreation on the Pond — fishing, swimming, water
skiing, kayaking and boating. We have a dock, a 17-foot Maco and two kayaks. From our high
vantage point, we see the extraordinary public use of Potter Pond as it is not just by those of us
who hold docks but the many others who brave the cut and its tides in journeying to and from Salt
Pond. The upper Pond is particularly enjoyed due to the large expanse of open and deep water as
well as for its quiet coves. Segar Cove offers the same recreational benefits and its open deep
water is even more treasured due to the significant number of homes and docks in the lower Pond.
This proposed project would indeed impact the public use of the lower Pond, both in access and
in enjoyment. It is not only the acreage taken away from the public but also the support traffic
required to sustain the project. Like the upper Pond, quiet shoreline places are also treasured and
as a kayaker who does journey there, one needs access to the shoreline to see the abundant
wildlife up close.

My family through the years has been very engaged in preserving the unique qualities of
Matunuck — its ponds, woods, fields and historic heritage. While initially we may all have
celebrated Perry Raso’s entreprencurship, his growing commercial aquaculture enterprise in
Potter Pond threatens the public’s enjoyment of this treasured Pond.

Dear Sir or Madam

We are writing in opposition of the above application, submitted by Perry Raso, to
establish a new oyster farm in Segar Cove.

Our family has spent summers and occasional weekends on Potter Pond since 2009,
when we bought our home on Sycamore Lane. We are very regular patrons of the
Matunuck Oyster Bar and have watched, with admiration and some amazement, Mr
Raso’s business expand time and time again.

However, we are also regular users of Potter Pond. Our family of six has a motor boat, a
small sailboat, a canoe, and three kayaks, all of which we use with regularity over the
summer months, and with increasing frequency as our children become old enough to
kayak independently.

We enjoy the use of the pond for sailing, motor boating and kayaking. While the area of
Mr Raso’s current farm lies in waters that are generally too shallow to limit motor
boating, it does significantly limit sailing in the area of the pond with the longest reach
that is subject to reliable see breezes. Some years ago, it was possible to sail across the
area of the oyster beds, but in more recent years the equipment in use has changed to
make that impossible as the equipment is now usually at or above the surface of the
water. This significantly reduces the amenity value of the views across the pond as well.

The proposed site of the extension to Mr Raso’s lease lies in an area of the pond that
has deep water and that is well suited to a variety of recreational pursuits including
motor boating, sailing and shell fishing. Because of that, relative to its size, this farm is



likely to have more impact on the enjoyment of the pond by residents of the town. Being
around the corner from the narrow gap between Gardner Island and Ram Point creates
the risk of boats blundering into the farm if they are unsighted or need to take avoiding
action. This area is also a safe route for kayakers wishing to use the pond alongside
motorcraft.

At the least, we would request that CRMC require that 24 inches of clear water be
maintained over any working equipment to minimize the impact on non-powered boating
activities and on the view. We would also request the committee to review whether the
equipment in use at Mr Raso’s main farm is consistent with the requirements of his lease
in terms of minimizing the impact on the other users of the pond.

We believe that a public hearing to discuss the competing interests and potential
benefits of public versus private use of this public space is warranted.

This letter serves as notice of my objection to the above-referenced proposal, and as such,
my request for a hearing to voice these concerns.

As background and reference, my Grandparents, Leo and Martha Colle, built their home
at 234 Prospect Road (Segar Cove) in 1948. My parents, who are in their 80s now live in

that home. I spent most summers on the Pond. My husband and I have owned our home

on Seaweed Cove for 20 years, living here full-time for the last 6. We have a dock, kayaks,
canoes, paddle boards and a boat.

Potter Pond and the Matunuck area has seen many changes, positive and negative, over
the years. The proposal to delineate 3 additional acres of public recreational space on
Potter Pond to a private vendor is not in the best interest of the homeowners and ever-
increasing users of the Pond. Much of the Pond is fairly shallow, leaving few areas deep
and wide enough to waterski without encroaching on a channel, shoreline, mooring or
dock. Segar Cove is one of only two areas of the Pond that can accommodate this form
of recreation. Non-motorized craft will be forced to navigate in or closer to the channel in
order to avoid the restricted area.

There has been a ripple effect since the oyster farm has been in business. Since a large
portion of the flats are now restricted, those wishing to crab or dig for clams are
encroaching, and often trespassing, on our property. Some anchor their boat or are in the
water feet from my dock or sea wall, restricting my ability to use my boat or allow my
dogs in the water.

Also, over the last few years (since the oyster farm has been operational) the number of
geese wintering on the Pond has grown to an unmanageable problem. Geese are filthy
noisy birds and their droppings (on land and in the water) have been proven to cause



health problems. Could this change in behavior stem from more abundant food source
generated by the oyster farm?

Though the apparatus used in growing the oyster is fairly unintrusive, the large work
platform used by the farm is not. It is visually unappealing, attracts seagulls and their
waste and is often quite busy.

It is my understanding that there will be a meeting scheduled to discuss this proposal and
I'look forward to participating in this process.

Dear Mr. Beutel:

We own a waterfront home on Potter Pond, 15 Howard Circle, where we reside during the
summer months and as many weekends as possible during the remainder of the year. Although
we purchased this particular home in May 2017, we have vacationed on Potter Pond for
decades. Susan has been coming to Potter Pond since she was an infant; her family owns
another property on Potter Pond and has done so since the 1950s. Our home is on the western
shore of Segar Cove opposite the site of the aquaculture farm proposed in the above
application. Because the proposed farm would deprive the public of long-established
recreational use of Segar Cove, we oppose this application and request a public hearing.

Segar Cove is a popular area of Potter Pond for recreational boating, including motorboating,
kayaking, paddleboarding, and sailing. Motorboats and personal watercraft enter the cove
from all areas of Potter Pond to waterski, wakeboard, and tube. The cove is one of only two
areas on Potter Pond having sufficiently deep water for these activities, the other being the
extreme northern end of the Pond. It is a rare moment on a summer afternoon when there is
no waterskier or tuber in the water. We too enjoy boating on Segar Cove. Our property has a
dock at which we keep a 19’ deck boat for waterskiing and tubing and we have two kayaks that
we use frequently throughout the cove.

Mr. Raso’s application is required to demonstrate that the proposed aquaculture farm “will not
unreasonably interfere with, impair, or significantly impact existing public access to, or use of,
tidal waters and/or the shore” and “will not result in significant conflicts with water-dependent
uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation, and commerce.”
Coastal Resources Management Program, § 1.3.1.A (formerly § 300.1). But the farm, as
proposed, will significantly curtail or eliminate at least some forms of recreational boating in



Segar Cove, especially motorboating, waterskiing, wakeboarding, and tubing. The “Operation
Plan and Project description” in Mr. Raso’s application indicates that proposed farm will be 20
to 45 feet from the eastern shore of Segar Cove and that the farm itself will have a width of 215
feet. The farm will therefore extend 235 to 260 feet from the eastern shore. For waterskiing,
wakeboarding, and tubing, Rhode Island mandates that a “reasonable distance from other
vessels, people, and property must be maintained.” Handbook of Rhode Island Boating Laws
and Responsibilities, p. 72. Other states that have attempted to quantify such a distance have
chosen 100, 150, or as much as 200 feet. http://www.uscgboating.org /reguiations/state-
boating-laws-details.php?id=18&title=%5B4.2%5DWater%20Skiing. A motorboat or personal
watercraft desiring to maintain a 200 foot distance from the proposed farm would need to
avoid an area extending 435 to 460 feet from the eastern shore. Given that the farm will
vertically extend 620 feet, such an area constitutes a substantial portion of the northern part of
Segar Cove. Exh. A. Boats servicing the farm may present additional obstacles. Confining
recreational activities solely to the western half of the cove is not practicable given that
shallower water extends a greater distance from the western shore, nor can these activities
move to the southern portion of the cove as it is narrower and a mooring field is located there.
Therefore, the aquaculture farm as proposed will significantly conflict with existing recreational
public uses of Segar Cove.

We enjoy Mr. Raso’s Matunuck Oyster Bar and the Matunuck oysters that he farms in Potter
Pond. We support Mr. Raso’s existing aquaculture efforts and are not categorically opposed to
reasonable expansion of those efforts if an appropriate site could be found. Segar Cove,
however, is not such a site. It is one of only two primary locations for recreational boating in
Potter Pond and has been for decades. We do not believe that the CRMC should permit the
public’s long-standing collective enjoyment of this cove to be curtailed or eliminated in favor of
the private business interests of a single individual. For this reason, we object to proposed
aquaculture farm described in the above application.

Dear CRMC:

I am writing to object to the Raso application for a shellfish/scallop farm in Segar Cove. My family has
lived on the pond since the mid 1970’s. We are constantly outdoors and cannot help but notice all of the
activity that happens in the cove and Potter Pond.

Our family enjoys the cove and the pond immensely. We have a dock, a boat, a canoe, a kayak and just
this past Christmas we purchased a Paddleboard. We use the cove and Potter Pond on a daily basis,
depending on the weather. Our High School aged children are either in the pond or at South Kingston
Town Beach during the summer months. There has also been a dramatic increase of swimmers, as well
as additional kayak usage in the cove and pond. The cove is also used by a commercial shell fisherman
almost year round.

I firmly believe that the above referenced application, which would allow additional commercial use of
the pond, would be a detriment to Segar Cove as well as the entire pond. | am objecting to the proposal
for the following reasons:

in section 3, the applicant’s description of the boundaries of coastal waters and land area that is
anticipated to be affected, Mr. Raso contends that the proposed area is “removed from boat traffic and,
away from the navigational channel”. Additionally, the application states that “the long lines and
floating cages would not interfere with boat traffic as there is no commercial assemblages of shelifish in
the proposed area and no recreational attraction on the adjacent shoreline.”

| disagree with these statements and can attest that power and sailboats, paddle boarders, and kayakers
travel this section of the pond on a regular basis. Particularly, over the past several summers, | have
observed a dramatic if not exponential increase in the use of the cove by the public. The portion of the
cove in question, because of its shape and depth, has become very popular with people water skiing,
tubing, kayaking, and paddle boarding. In a sense, Segar Cove has been “discovered” by those having
access to the pond.

In section 6, | would suggest that the farm would interfere with the use and enjoyment of the 3 docks. If
I am reading the statement correctly, those using the docks would have to do so from the southerly
section of the cove only. The application does not state how far north the proposed lease is from the
navigational channel. Further, this area of the cove is utilized during the warmer months by the public
on a daily basis for the recreational purposes as noted above.



Also, section 10 must address that “the alteration or activity will not result in significant conflicts with
water-dependent uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation, and
commerce...;” | disagree that the proposed farm “is removed from boat traffic, away from the
navigational channel.” While the farm would not be in the “navigational channel,” as you pass through
the inlet to enter the cove, it appears from the descriptions and photos that the farm will interfere with
boat traffic as boats pass into and out of the cove.

Additionally, the deepest areas of Potter Pond are Segar Cove and its northernmost part, near Perch
Cove. In fact, these are the only two areas of the pond that are amenable to power boating, sailing,
water skiing and tubing. The Raso application includes a map which details Potter Pond and its depth.
The proposed farm would take up areas of the cove in depths of six (6) to eight {8) feet. This depth is
critical to all types of boating and associated activities. To divert 3 acres of Segar Cove to commercial
farming would substantially interfere and harm the public right to use the tidal waters.

I would also note that in section 10 of the application, Mr. Raso references the 5% limit on coastal ponds
for aquaculture. Potter Pond presently has 2.1% of the surface area being utilized by his present farm. If
the proposal is granted, the new farm would increase the ponds overall surface usage to 3.1%. However,
what will be the percentage of surface use of Segar Cove with the 3 acre farm? The 620 feet by 215 feet
farm will certainly be in conflict with uses such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, and
navigation, uses depended on both water depth and the cove’s configuration. Its sheer size is out of
proportion to the cove and it would eliminate 3 acres of the pond from the public’s use! Further, for
those fortunate to live on the cove, there will be constant noise coming from the sorting and harvesting
of the oysters/scallops which will substantially interfere with their use and enjoyment of the cove.

| also believe that this commercial endeavor will have an adverse effect on the scenic view of
homeowners. While it may not be the floating gear itself, homeowners will view continuously seven
days a week the commercial harvesting of the shellfish. They will have to contend with the noise and
diminishment of their view by the constant flow of the commercial vessels to and from the farm. This
activity will have an adverse scenic impact.

All who care for our wonderful saltwater ponds appreciate the environmental benefits of aquaculture
and want to preserve and improve their habitat. However, we also feel that their recreational uses serve
a worthy public purpose, and allowing the proposed farm in Segar Cove would seriously impact its
recreational use.

In conclusion, the Raso application should be denied for the foregoing reasons. | am objecting to the
application and | am requesting a hearing to voice my objection and reasoning. | look forward to hearing
from you soon regarding a hearing date. Thank you for your consideration of these matters.

ITEM 3: “The 3 acre area of Potter Pond is removed from
boat traffic, away from the navigational channel.”

There are only 2 areas of the Pond that have the open
width and depth to safely tube and water ski. Segar Cove
is one of those places. There are a constant stream of
power boats pulling skiers and tubers. They share the
space with vulnerable kayakers, paddle boarders,
sailors, canoers, jet skiers, fishermen, clammers, bird
watchers and leisure craft who navigate those waters
daily. It is already a tight squeeze and many hug the
shore to safely avoid the traffic in the channel. It is
important to note that because the equipment on the
proposed farm will be above water, the large service
barges will have to be on the western side of the farm
toward the middle of the channel further restricting traffic
and expanding the footprint of the farm. The proposed
changes will dramatically alter the current Pond use and
require small craft, kayaks, paddle boards, canoes etc,
into the more active channel of the Cove. These use
changes will represent a significant increase to the risk of
human safety.

Potter's Pond has already been severely impacted by the
current large-scale industrial farming operation and the
proposed expansion would close yet another large
section of the pond currently enjoyed by so many local
residents for fishing, boating and swimming. It is hard to
properly convey to the CRMC how rapidly the existing
farm has grown over the last few years — it is now an
enormous, noisy, messy industrial operation with little
apparent concern for the surrounding wildlife, residents
and recreation. Its purpose is singular: to make money.
And the cost is high: the pristine Potter's Pond of my
youth is already an unrecognizable industrial zone
complete with a large daily workforce, industrial farming
equipment, acres of orange buoys and the requisite
noise and physical pollution that come with such a large
operation.

My parents are fortunate to have a registered dock on
the property, a registered 17’ Key West motorboat, a
kayak, paddle board and rowboat.

Our family uses the pond frequently for recreational boating, paddle boarding, kayaking, and fishing. It
is a very small pond with barely enough usable space for power boating and water sports like tubing.
The location of the proposed farm abuts a rare section of the pond with enough depth for power
boating. We have a house with a private dock at the Southern end of the pond. We spend a lot of time
on the water as a family and truly appreciate its natural beauty. Our teenage boys also love to paddle
board or take a canoe out for fishing.

This lease would be in addition to the almost 12 acre
lease already in existence in another area of Potter Pond.

As homeowners with waterfront property on Potter Pond please consider this letter our formal
objection to this most recent lease application.

It goes without saying that Mr. Raso has built a very successful business as evidenced by his numerous
permit applications for additions, expansions, OWTS replacements and road shoulder widening projects.
All of this has come at a cost to those of us who live in close proximity to the Matunuck Oyster Bar. The
residents of the area have seen a ten-fold increase in vehicular traffic, pedestrian traffic and motor
vehicle accidents as a result of his success. As small business owners and with family members in the
commercial fishing and shell-fishing industry we are not opposed to his business or success, rather we
are in opposition to the changes this has brought about.

We are writing in reference to the above application for a shellfish lease in Segar Cove on Potter Pond.
We have reviewed the application and feel we must input our reasons for being opposed to this project.

Since the purchase of our home at 282 Prospect Street there has been the development of the initial
shellfish farm by Mr. Raso in Potter Pond. This is a remarkable achievement by him and we respect the
amount of effort involved to make this successful. We have always felt that the shellfish farm itself was
rather unsightly but that its location, in shallow waters not heavily utilized and a significant distance
from any residential homes yet still in a very protected area was a perfect location.

The current application raises some concerns for us. These are as follows:

1) Tranquility of the pond:
This area of the pond is a beautiful cove with many residential homes including ours with a clear
view of the proposed lease area. This was a major selling point in our purchase of this house.

2) Visual pollution:
The buoys, mesh bags floating on the surface, PVC piping and miscellaneous equipment as well
as the support boats and barges are unsightly in a residential neighborhood.

3) Specific questions:
This is a residential neighborhood and the proposed site is not more than a few hundred yards
over open water from our house. Would barges and boats be moored on site as seen at the
other lease? Would the hours be restricted to normal business hours? Would the days be
restricted to weekdays? Would work be allowed on holidays? Weekends?
Sound travels over water and this would definitely affect the quality of life in the neighborhood.

We believe this will have a negative impact on property values. We would not have bought our
house with a view of a commercial operation very close by.

Other users of the proposed lease area:

Segar Cove in my opinion gets more recreational use than the rest of Potter Pond. One reason
being the water is overall deeper than most of Potter Pond. In the summer months there are
kayakers, paddle boarders, pleasure boaters, jet skiers, water skiers, tubers, canoers, swimmers,
etc. There are fishermen in the immediate area of the proposed shelifish lease over a much
longer season. During a worm hatch it is not uncommon for there to be fifteen or more kayak
and boat fishermen in the immediate area. In the fall there is almost always a school of small
Striped Bass in the proposed lease area. There are also commercial clam harvesters that work in
the area immediately adjacent to the proposed lease along the shore if not in the lease area
itself.

Eliminating the three acres from the current users will condense the various recreational users
into an area that is already crowded. While Potter Pond covers a fair amount of acreage the
area that is navigable is much smaller.

Density of shellfish operations:

Is this lease the only lease to be considered for Segar Cove? If someone else comes in next
week, month or year what would stop them from getting another lease further compounding
our concerns.

In closing we thank you for your time considering our reasons for being opposed to this lease
application.  Our family and friends currently enjoy our view that will be impacted as well as
losing use of an area of the pond that we currently utilize along with many others.

We do not want to prevent Mr. Raso from expanding his operations but feel that the area

We have a dock, a 19 foot Boston Whaler,
as well as a paddleboard. We use the cove and Potter Pond on a weekly, if not daily basis, from
late spring through October. I paddleboard all over the cove during the warmer months. The
public, from a nearby right of way, kayaks into the cove and, over the past few years, there has
been a dramatic increase in swimmers in the cove. The cove is also used by commercial
shellfishermen almost year round.

I firmly believe that the above referenced application, which would allow additional
commercial use of the pond, would be a detriment to Segar Cove, as well as the entire pond. I am
objecting to the proposal for the following reasons:

In section 3, the applicant’s description of the boundaries of coastal waters and land area
that is anticipated to be affected, Mr. Raso contends that the proposed area is “removed from boat
traffic and, away from the navigational channel”. Additionally, the application states that “the
long lines and floating cages would not interfere with boat traffic as there is no no commercial
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assemblages of of shellfish in the proposed area and no recreational attraction on the adjacent
shoreline”.

I disagree with these statements and can attest that power and sailboats, paddle boarders,
and kayakers travel this section of the pond on a regular basis . Particularly, over the past several
summers, I have observed a dramatic if not exponential increase in the use of the cove by the
public. The portion of the cove in question, because of its shape and depth, has become very
popular with people water skiing, tubing, kayaking, and paddleboarding. In a sense, Segar Cove
has been “discovered” by those having access to the pond.

In section 6, I would suggest that the farm would interfere with the use and enjoyment of
the 3 docks. If I am reading the statement correctly, those using the docks would have to do so
from the southerly section of the cove only. The application does not state how far north the
proposed lease is from the navigational channel. Further, this area of the cove is utilized during
the warmer months by the public on a daily basis for the recreational purposes as noted above.

Also, section 10 must address that “the alteration or activity will not result in significant
conflicts with water-dependent uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing,
swimming, navigation, and commerce, . . .;”. 1 disagree that the proposed farm “is removed
from boat traffic, away from the navigational channel.” While the farm would not be in the
“navigational channel,” as you pass through the inlet to enter the cove, it appears from the
descriptions and photos that the farm will interfere with boat traffic as boats pass into and out of
the cove.

Additionally, the deepest areas of Potter Pond are Segar Cove and its northernmost part,
near Perch Cove. In fact, these are the only two areas of the pond that are amenable to
power boating, sailing, water skiing, and tubing. The Raso application includes a map which
details Potter Pond and its depth. The proposed farm would take up areas of the cove in depths
of six (6) to eight (8) feet. This depth is critical to all types of boating and associated activities.
To divert 3 acres of Segar Cove to commercial farming would substantially interfere and harm
the public right to use the tidal waters.

(As an aside, the location of the present farm was the area where we would regularly go
quahogging. It was also a prime area to _paddleboard and kayak. I can state that the present farm
substantially interfered with the public’s right to use the tidal waters, although I am happy to see
Mr. Raso and the MOB do well).

I would also note that in section 10 of the Application, Mr. Raso references the 5% limit
on coastal ponds for aquaculture. Potter Pond presently has 2.1% of the surface area being
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overall surface usage to 3.1%. However, what will be the percentage of surface use of Segar
Cove with the 3 acre farm? The 620 feet by 215 feet farm will certainly be in conflict with uses
such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, and navigation, uses dependent on both water
depth and the cove’s configuration. It’s sheer size is out of proportion to the cove and it would
eliminate 3 acres of the pond from the public’s use! Further, for those fortunate to live on the
cove, there will be constant noise coming from the sorting and harvesting of the oysters/scallops
which will substantially interfere with their use and enjoyment of the cove.

I also believe that this commercial endeavor will have a adverse effect on the scenic view
of homeowners. While it may not be the floating gear itself, homeowners will yigw continuously
seven days a week the commercial harvesting of the shellfish. They will have to contend with
the noise and diminishment of their view by the constant flow of the commercial vessels to and
from the farm. This activity will have an adverse scenic impact.

All who care for our wonderful saltwater ponds appreciate the environmental benefits of
aquaculture and want preserve and improve their habitat. However, we also feel that their
recreational uses serve a worthy public purpose, and allowing the proposed farm in Segar Cove
would seriously impact its recreational use.

In conclusion, the Raso application should be denied for the foregoing reasons. I am
objecting to the application and I am requesting a hearing to voice my objection and reasoning.
I'look forward to hearing from you soon regarding a hearing date. Thank you for your
consideration of these matters.

While I appreciate Mr. Raso’s hard work and
success in establishing aquaculture on the pond and a wonderful
restaurant, I do not wish to see any further reduction in the use of Potter
Pond for commercial use.
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We enjoy the cove and the pond immensely. We have a dock, a
19 foot Boston Whaler, as well as a paddleboard. We use the cove and
Potter Pond on a weekly, if not daily basis, from late spring through
October. I paddleboard all over the cove during the warmer months. The
public from a nearby right away kayaks into the cove and over the past
few years, there has been a dramatic increase in swimmers in the cove.

In
fact, these are the only two areas of the pond thatis the amenable
to power boating, sailing, and water skiing and tubing due to the
depth of the water. The Raso application includes a map which details
Potter Pond and its depth. The proposed farm would take up areas of
the cove in depths of six (6) to eight (8) feet. This depth is critical to
all types of boating and associated activities. To divert 3 acres of Segar
Cove to commercial farming would substantially interfere and harm the
public right to use the tidal waters.

In this section of the application. Mr. Raso references the 5%
limit on coastal ponds for aquaculture. Potter Pond presently has 2.1 %
of the surface area being utilized by his present farm. As an aside, when
the present farm went it, it was quite a surprise to many of us who use
the pond for recreational purposes. This was the area that we would go

Thank you for objecting to Mr. Raso's comment regarding his
desire to expand his shellfish business into public waters in
South Kingstown's Segar Cove. While certainly it may be true
that he has not seen anyone fin or shellfishing in the cove, his
statement identifies precisely how little time he has spent in
the area and how small his concern is for the public.

I can personally assure you, there is extensive recreational use
of that area. Indeed, the cove is a well known by recreational
fishermen and guides who bring customers into the area to target
striped bass feeding on cinder worms during the warm months and
regulars like me who fish that cove and surrounding waters as
long as there is no ice. While typically I am hesitant to
mention the cove by name in my weekly newspaper outdoors column,
the area is discussed often with the addition of pictures of
sunrises on the cove and fish caught right there. For reference,
this picture was taken in May, 2017. That's a keeper sized
striped bass, caught from a kayak, in Segar Cove.

I have personally witnessed people using boats to access that
eastern edge to dig for shellfish. I have frequently, personally
witnessed and enjoyed seeing two people slowly sail a small
sailboat around the cove and mooring field. I have personally
witnessed and enjoyed watching families race small boats around
the pond, towing kids on skis and tubes. I have observed all
this from my kayak as I fished the cove and pond. Perhaps Mr.
Raso should have spoken with some of these users before he made
such a statement to the State.

Mr. Raso's comments border on outrageous and speak loudly to how
little consideration he has given to the people who sail, boat,
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kayak and fish that cove. I question how someone who is applying
to remove three acres from recreational use hasn't made the time
to witness the area's myriad of current recreational and
commercial users, especially when his other lease is just a few
hundred yards to the east. Had he used the public access to the
cove at the end of Lake Avenue, the one adjacent to a mooring
field full of small boats, he would have observed more than a
dozen kayaks, skiffs and inflatable boats beached among the
reeds, stored by people who use the cove and pond for
recreation. At bare minimum, he could have performed a simple
search of Google to see videos of people fishing the cove, in
both daylight and at night.

Perhaps Mr. Raso's application should be postponed until he
makes time to more properly observe the cove and those who enjoy
it. Perhaps his application should be denied for his lack of due
diligence before asking to take three acres away from public use
to enhance his personal business.

Please accept this letter of opposition to the C.R.M.C. aquaculture lease
application number 2017-12-086.

My concerns and reasons for opposing the application are four-fold: siting,
timing, restrictions and expansion.

In my estimation, the siting of the proposed lease is completely
mappropriate. Segar Cove is a wonderful piece of salt pond used
extensively by recreational fishermen, boaters, sailors, clam diggers and
kayaking families with no agenda other than exploration. Throughout the
summer, Segar Cove comes alive with polychaete cinder worms (Nereis
limbata), drawing in schools of striped bass and small boat guides with
sports who chase them. Spin and fly fishermen enjoy some of South
County’s best backwater fishing in the cove and surrounding waters.
There is clearly economic and emotional benefit from these largely
passive users with no harm to the cove.

It is my belief that allowing a commercial business, which already controls
a large, seven acre lease on Potter Pond, to overtake three acres of Segar
Cove will jeopardize access to and use of, historic recreation areas.



The application’s timing is unhelpful and suspicious. South County,
especially the Matunuck and Potter Pond area, receives important
economic benefit from so many seasonally rented homes. By holding a
public comment period during the winter, out of state homeowners and
their renters are likely aware of this proposed business expansion.
Countless people would return to the surprise of three acres buoyed off
and covered with gear and workers, which they had historically enjoyed
without the noises and visual concerns of a highly labor-intensive
commercial operation. From my own communications, it has become
apparent there are several landowners, whose property either abuts the
immediate shoreline or overlooks the cove, who were unaware of this
application. If the applicant has a real desire to work with all users of the
pond, public notices and hearings should be postponed until clarifications
of all possible ramifications are better disseminated.

The gear type is exclusionary. If the applicant is allowed to deploy
suspended and floating gear, that area is effectively removed from historic
and existing users of the cove. Having some experience in shellfish
aquaculture and having owned farms thoughtfully constructed to allow for
other users, including fishermen both recreational and commercial,
quahoggers and kayakers, it would appear this proposed combination of
gear will likely consume the entire water column. That would be
completely counterproductive to protecting public use of the pond. The
type of farming also calls into question what effect increased boat traffic
from ferrying workers back and forth and large scale bio-fouling removal
will have on that water column, substrate and benthic organisms.

Because bay scallops, which the applicant proposes to grow, are non-
communal in nature, using lantern nets or similar vertical grow-out gear to
make the most efficient use of the water column may render it inaccessible
and unusable to recreational users. Leases may be written to allow for
other users but demands of the bottom line can usurp carrying capacities
and promises of shared use. If the water is to be covered with floating
plastic bags, similar to the ones I have seen lost from the applicant’s other
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lease and tangled in shoreline vegetation, will the surface also therefore be
inaccessible? If so, that would be unfair and unacceptable. Being
“allowed” to carefully paddle along narrow lanes between rows of plastic
bags would hardly constitute shared use.

Approval of this application opens the proverbial door to expansion. The
applicant’s current lease and shoreside businesses already affect water
access and state road passage. While your office may not agree to connect
East Matunuck residents and travellers enduring nights of flashing blue
police lights in front of the applicant’s restaurant or neighbors’ repeated
concerns about business activities on his land at the top of Potter Pond, to
this particular application, I find a direct correlation to his expanding
footprints at the expense of neighbors. Combining those realities with the
applicant’s plans to again expand his shellfish business to the eastern side
of Succotash Road, there is no guarantee that the applicant will not request
further expansion in this cove, further eroding traditional uses.

By agreeing to site a floating business in Segar Cove, I believe C.R.M.C.
will be favoring the financial motivations of one entity over the historic,
existing and largely passive recreational uses of this cove while unfairly
segregating public waters and substrate for the benefit of a single business,
which has already largely removed seven acres from recreational use. At
the risk of sounding bias, I find current uses of Segar Cove far more
important than one person’s business plan.

As shellfish aquaculture gained momentum more than a decade ago, there
were strict siting stipulations to prohibit a young industry from trampling
the public’s use of public waters, based on the state’s history of allowing
large scale commercialization and privatization of Narragansett Bay.
Siting a lease in this cove, which C.R.M.C. has designated as “Low
Intensity Use,” would be, in my opinion, counter to the best interest of the
public. While some ecological and financial benefits of shellfish farming
are becoming apparent and farmers are enjoying a bit of limelight in a
welcome resurgence of “green” businesses, allowing this expansion will
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come with an unacceptable and unjustified cost to those of us who wish to
continue using and enjoying a special backwater piece of Potter Pond.

Thank you for your consideration of my objections.

Please note the use of Segar Cove is not limited to local homeowners, but is enjoyed by the
surrounding Matunuck community, as well as many boaters accessing Potter Pond through the
channel from Point Judith Pond. Approval of the application will have an adverse effect on
recreational activities within the cove.

First, | would like to highlight some basic facts. Our family has been on Potter Pond for three
generations. My grandparent’s house at 298 Prospect Road in Matunuck now owned by my mother,
overlooks both Segar Cove and the existing seven acre shellfish farm that is operated by Mr. Rasso. Our
family, our friends and neighbors grew up on the Pond and during the summers would water ski, go
tubing, learn to sail, windsurf, kiteboard and fish. The shallow part of the Pond was ideal for a number
of activities when we were children because we were able to stand up. Quahogging, clamming, drifting
across the flats spearing eels or catching blue crabs was best in flats around the eel grass. It was also
ideal for windsurfing and kiteboarding because of the expansive shallow water which satisfied our
parents’ concern for safety if we fell. In addition, there was no real boat traffic in this area of the Pond
because of its depth. The water skiing and tubing were taking place in the deeper water of Segar Cove
and in “Third Cove” as we called it which is the portion of Potter Pond closest to RI-1 where | now own a
home at 117 Succotash Road and Mr. Rasso is one of my neighbors.

The exiting shellfish farm which started quite small and inconspicuous has expanded over the years and
is now very visible and takes up a significant portion of the flats where the shallow water is. At some
point the shellfish farm anchored a barge there to allow for the expanded operation to more efficiently
process the oysters. It has definitely become a very visible commercial operation that has changed the
Pond. In addition, Mr. Rasso has a second commercial operation that he operates on the dock of his
home which was converted to a farm and oyster operation much to the chagrin of his immediate
neighbors who have had to deal with the noise of running oyster tumbling equipment. Mr. Rasso also
was hosting weddings and social gatherings on land that | believe he leased from the land trust. It
caused a great deal of tension as his immediate neighbors dealt with the traffic created by the hordes of
lost people looking for the weddings. The loud music became another issue to deal with often playing
until 10 PM. The success of Mr. Rasso’s oyster farming business also fueled the success of the Matunuck



Oyster Bar. The restaurant’s success has caused severe traffic issues on Succotash Road which has
resulted in dangerous conditions on a road not designed to handle the amount of traffic trying to access
the east Matunuck public beach, Jerusalem beach, Captain Jacks, and The Oyster Bar and Marina. This
will only get worse as Mr. Rasso expands his business interests. In short, he has had the most dramatic
negative impact on the quality of life on Potter Pond and Succotash Road. He has benefited at the
expense of many.

Crabbing, water skiing, tubing, recreational fishing, sailing, jet skiing and swimming all take place in the
area all summer long. Because of the depth of the water in Segar Cover and the subject area’s location
removed from the channel of ingress and egress this area is heavily used. In 1998, when Perry was
harvesting shellfish just feet away from our family and neighbors’ docks and for all the years he claims to
have seen “only an occasional paddle craft” he saw the same activity that everyone that has spent time
in Segar Cove witnessed. It is used a great deal especially on weekends and everyone knows this. |
encourage looking into this in greater detail because the facts are quite different than those in the
application and if all homeowners in Segar Cove were aware of the application, which was not well
publicized, the objections would be many. You can all see it for yourselves if you come to Segar Cove
over this summer. Perry has a pontoon boat that could facilitate a first-hand viewing of the real facts as
he is assuredly aware.

The town and the state must recognize that the property values of all owners abutting these expanding
commercial operations are being impacted. If there is a conscious move on the part of the State of Ri,
the town planners, and the CRMC to abandon the residential taxpayers in favor of commercial
aquaculture operations then the high taxes residents have been paying to enjoy living on Potter Pond
and other coastal estuaries, should be reduced to compensate for the taking that is occurring due to the
expansion of commercial aquaculture.

As you may have noted from previous
responses, we have a cinder worm hatch on the pond that attracts fishermen, fishing from both
kayaks and motorboats. Additionally it is not uncommon to see Striped Bass catch and release fishing
as well.

You can imagine the questions any resident would present as additional leases to shellfish farming
are applied for on Potter Pond. The concerns noted in this correspondence can be justified for the
entire Potter Pond today and the days and years to come.

We appreciate Mr. Raso’s business exploration and expansion, supporting the Matunuck Oster Bar
and other business adventures, but not at the expense of access of the nature and wild life of the
pond and it’s surrounding residents, vacationers and visitors.

Thank you for your consideration of our findings regarding this application. Please don't hesitate to
contact us if you have any questions or concerns. In closing we are requesting a hearing on the
proposed application of Perry Raso, File # 2017-12-086, we look forward to talking further with you
as the application comes to hearing.

We hereby voice our objection to the above referenced proposal and request a hearing on
this topic based upon our belief that the proposal negatively impacts quality of life on the
pond for both people and wildlife — thereby creating circumstances which should legally
disqualify the Raso Application. We are vested in this issue as our property is in direct
view of the proposal and sits directly west of the proposal on the west shoreline of Segar
Cove. In fact, our property is situated just north of the “west view” picture which abuts
our dock. It seems all “view pictures” were conveniently framed to omit the signs of
human life which exist directly on the border of such frames.

As to “Category B” requirements not proven to be compliant:

(1) “Demonstrate the need........ Applicant has not demonstrated any “need”
for the product in its application and applicant has not demonstrated any “need”
for this specific location-Segar Cove.

(3) “Describe the boundaries....” Applicant reply is incorrect on many points. We
believe 3 acre area is nof removed from boat traffic and does impede the
navigational channels. We believe lines and cages will interfere with boat traffic
and we believe the “adjacent shoreline” is a recreational attraction. We derived
these findings from living exactly in the closest proximity to Applicants proposed
site. In simpler terms, we live right there and respectfully disagree, based upon
facts derived from daily observation, not opinion.

(4) “the shellfish .....” Any movement on proposed platform and/or nearby creates
and affects currents in manner which, over time, will affect/redirect deposits and
potentially create erosion due to the disturbance in the natural wave patterns
created by proposed structures and related activities.

(5) “Demonstrate that the alteration....” Applicant has not demonstrated whatsoever
that wildlife will not be displaced by his platforms and workers and the music and

creates and affects currents in manner which, over time, will affect/redirect
deposits and potentially create erosion due to the disturbance in the natural
(currently existing) water flows/patterns created by proposed structures and
related activities.

(10) “Demonstrate...... ” Tt is clear that this requirement cannot be met based upon
current activities on the pond such as boating, waterskiing, tubing and more.
Applicant’s observations as to “only an occasional paddlecraft.....” is incorrect as
boaters from all corners of Potter Pond, along with boaters and shell (and non-shell)
fishermen from other (non-Potter) locations frequent this area.

(11) “Demonstrate...... ” Applicant states incorrectly that “.....gear
...positioned....... out of direct view of any homeowner on the pond.” This is

impossible as his entire operation will be 100% visible from our property.

Thank you for reviewing our objections. We look forward to your reply and a
decision based upon adherence to the law.

We are writing in opposition to the above-referenced application by Perry Raso to establish a three-
acre oyster farm in Segar Cove, Potter Pond. My wife, Miriam, and I live at 26 Segar Court and have lived
at this address since 1996. We have truly enjoyed Segar Cove during such time. The fact that it has calm
and shallow waters makes it a perfect location for recreational boating, kayaking and paddleboarding. We
have a dock and a Boston Whaler, both of which we use during the summers. We also have a kayak which
our grandson uses for fishing and recreational purposes. We have marveled over the years at the increasing
number of paddleboarders and kayakers who come to use and enjoy Segar Cove. Joining us in our
opposition to Mr. Raso’s Application is our daughter, Melissa O*Neill Thatcher, and her husband, Dr.
Gentry Thatcher, who have purchased the lot next to us.

The proposed Raso Oyster Farm will unreasonably interfere with, impair, or significantly impact
existing public access to, or use of, tidal waters and/or the shore;

We have reviewed the Raso Application and strongly believe that the proposed oyster farm will
significantly infringe upon public access to and use of the recreational water space in Segar Cove. The
farm would violate public use in that it would effectively reduce Segar Cove from a place where people
paddleboard, kayak, fish and boat to a commercial aquafarm for the sole benefit of Mr. Raso. Response
#3 to Category B Requirements in the Raso Application states that the proposed “3-acre area of Potter Pond
is removed from boat traffic.” This statement is inaccurate. Segar Cove is used by kayakers and
paddleboarders on a regular basis during warmer weather months.

The proposed Raso Oyster Farm will result in significant conflicts with watier-dependent uses
and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation: and comimerce;

Response #10 to Category B Requirements in the Raso Application indicates that the proposed 3-
acre area “will not result in significant conflicts with water-dependent uses and activities such as
recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation and commerce.” While Mr. Raso correctly states that
the area does not have significant shellfishing or fishing, he fails to acknowledge that his proposed activities
will significantly conflict with water-dependent activities in the Segar Cove area. Given the shallow depths
of the water in that area, it has been an ideal waterway for the paddleboarders, boaters and kayakers that
regularly use the area. An additional 3-acre oyster farm on top of Mr. Raso’s current oyster farm in
Sycamore Cove will significantly reduce the available waterway for recreational boating, paddleboarding
and kayaking.

CONCLUSION
We respectfully request a hearing on the Raso Application, which should be denied so as protect the limited,

available waterways for recreational use of the residents and taxpayers of Segar Cove and surrounding
areas.  Mr. Raso already operates a significant oyster farm in Sycamore Cove, reducing available



recreational common use areas. His private, business activities should not be allowed to further expand so
as to unreasonably interfere with public use and enjoyment of Segar Cove by residents. Please do not
allow the limited waterway in Segar Cove to be further reduced for the financial benefit of Mr. Raso.

I am writing in opposition to the referenced application to establish a new three acre oyster and bay scallop farm
in the Segar Cove section of Potters Pond.

My late husband (Gene) and I purchased our property at 56 Ninigret Avenue in Matunuck Point back in 1976 as a
vacation home / summer residence and have enjoyed over 40 years of wonderful spring, falls and summers with
our family at Matunuck Point. Potters Pond has always been the focus of our on-the-water activities as my family
has enjoyed fishing, clamming, crabbing, windsurfing, paddleboards and all types of boating over the years. 1
also own a shared property directly on Seaweed Cove (93 Peninsula Rd) with a Dock to allow easy water access
and boat storage, therefore our interest in preserving Potter’s Pond is extremely important.

Creating an oyster / scallop farm in Segar Cove will significantly reduce the area within the cove that is suitable
for recreational water activities. While Potters Pond includes many acres of water, most of the areas are
restrictive due to shallow depth, no-wake zones due to docks, excessive eel grass or are just too small to navigate
safely. This leaves only two of its coves (Segar and the large cove at the northern most end) suitable for water
activities. If you examine the shape of Segar Cove, the southwestern and northern sections are narrow and
shallow, making them unsuitable for on-water activities. This leaves only the middle area of Segar Cove for
recreation, which is exactly where the proposed farm will be located. Placing an oyster / scallop farm in Segar
Cove will unreasonably interfere with, impair, and significantly impact existing public use of these waters
which means this proposal does not comply with CRMC’s legal criteria.

Over the past decade, we have watched Mr. Raso’s current oyster farm in Potters Pond continue to grow and
grow. What was once a small, almost hard to see surface expression, has turned into a massive unsightly
industrial area stretching across the southern clam flats of Potters Pond. This has restricted the communities use
for crabbing, clamming and shallow water activities such as kayaking and small “sunfish” type sailboats. The
community has already conceded a significant portion of Potters Pond to Mr. Raso and giving up additional areas
to create another unsightly, restrictive, industrial collection of floats, docks and commercial harvesting equipment
is unreasonable and contradicts CRMC’s regulations.

I urge the CRMC to disapprove this application as it will result in significant conflicts with water-dependent
uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming and navigation and request a public
hearing be scheduled on this matter.

We are writing in opposition of the application of Perry Raso, 629 Succotash Road, Wakefield, to establish a new three (3) acre
oyster and bay scallop farm in Segar Cove, Potter Pond and request a hearing.

We are also very disappointed at the lack of meaningful communication on the decision to grant Mr. Raso the approval for the
additional 3 acres in another location.

Matunuck certainly shuts down in winter with our population shrinking considerably, so when you chose to make your decision
when many who use this cove are not here, that demonstrates a of lack of transparency and faimess to us. We did not find out until
mid January, and we live in Segar Cove. Many of our Cove residents are not around. We did not hear of anyone being notified by
mail. This is very disingenuous.

While there are many issues with Mr Raso’s proposal, to us the largest issue is this: in all the water that is in Pt Judith and Potters
Pond, there are only two places where it is relatively safe to water ski and tube. They are both in Potters Pond. #1. is in Segar Cove
where Mr. Raso wants his new additional 3 acre farm to go, and # 2. is in the larger Perch Cove - where he lives. In Segar Cove often
there are two or three boats skiing at same time, safely. With that 3 acre farm sticking out so far, it would be very dangerous to ski
more than one boat at a time - having two boats coming toward each other is too dangerous. Why take away one of the only two
areas that many use for water sports?

In our family,we have 3 adult children and 8 grandchildren, with friends and beaus, who use our cove. We have two motor boats, 4
kayaks and a canoe on our dock. We also occasionally fish and clam and swim in Segar as do others.
We are not unique. Our cove is used by many who do not live on it - as well as those who do live around it.

We also have concerns about cleanliness - the constant raising of tens of thousands of oysters in the same area - do they defecate as
all living creatures must? Over time, what are the consequences of wastes for those using the pond. Has the scientific community

weighed in?

We saw somewhere in Mr Raso's application that he?? has "only seen an occasional paddle craft nor has he seen anyone fishing or
shellfishing either commercially or recreationally in the proposed area.” We sure have. When the worm hatch occurs in May or June,
our cove is loaded with kayakers and boaters fishing and stays active well into the late fall. Same with quohogging - the rocky
shoreline where the proposed new farm is a spot that people boat into and rake into shore - both commercial and recreational .

A lot of people used to rake where Mr Raso's current 7 acre farm is. When Mr Raso and CRMC blocked out 7 acres for his current
farm, many pond users re-routed their kyacking over to the wetlands, and others found other places to clam or quohogg. I don't
recall anyone wanting to disrupt his oyster business. Most, if not all, have tried to be respectful of his farm. Could his current farm be
expanded since he is there anyway?

Summering, during my childhood years, on Potters Pond was very special. Having water to sail,
power boat, water ski, row and quahog in was formative in my life.

There was a sailboat class known as Matunuck Point Scow that was designed to sail and race in
the shallow waters of the quahog flats. We learned to sail in these.

The coves were large enough, in particular Segar Cove, so we could water ski and perfect our
slalom techniques while others were doing the same.

Times have changed. ---- Now my boat is docked at Ram Point and access to Potters Pond is
significantly reduced. A restaurant on the waterway connecting Potters Pond with Salt Pond has
installed a large dock and ties up work boats. This has effectively closed the navigable north side
of the channel (we called it the GUT). This now requires us to squeeze the docking area on the
south. Here the channel is about the width of a small outboard and very tricky to navigate.

Also we can no longer sail, row or quahog in a significant area of the quahog flats because the
restaurant owner has been granted use of the area for a quahog farm.

Potters Pond is not Salt Pond or Narragansett Bay. It has limited waters for pleasure boating.
Allowing additional areas for quahog farms will significantly impact and limit the use of these
waters by those who live around the pond and those of us who navigate in the pond.

Please reject the application for quahog farm expansion into other areas of Potters Pond.

I also believe the proposed use will
result in significant conflicts with water-dependent uses and activities such a recreational
boating, fishing, swimming and navigation.

Dear CRMC:

I am writing to object to the Raso application for a shellfish/scallop farm in Segar Cove. I have
lived on the pond since 2010 and recently invested in an expansion of my home on the pond. While we
are not year round residents at this time, we are full time spring to fall residents in our home on Seaweed
Cove and plan to live here year round at retirement. During the spring to fall months, our family of six
(6) utilizes Segar Pond on almost a daily basis; boating, waterskiing, jet skiing, kayaking, paddle
boarding and swimming, as Seaweed Cove is too shallow for most of these activities. While I
appreciate Mr. Raso’s desire to expand his business, I do not wish to see any further reduction in the use
of Potter Pond for commercial use.

I firmly believe that the above referenced application which would allow additional commercial
use of the pond would be a detriment to Segar Cove as well as to Potters Pond. I am objecting to the
proposal for the following reasons:

In section 3, the description of the boundaries of coastal waters and land area that is anticipated
to be affected, Mr. Raso contends that the proposed area is “removed from boat traffic and, away from
the navigational channel”. Additionally the application states that “the long lines and floating cages
would not interfere with boat traffic as there is no commercial assemblages of shellfish in the proposed
area and no recreational attraction on the adjacent shoreline”.

I disagree with these statements and can attest that power and sail boats, paddle boarders and
kayakers travel this section of the pond on a regular basis. Particularly, over the past several summers, I
have observed an increase in the use of the cove by the public. In this section of the cove, this area has
become very popular for water skiing and tubing, kayaking and paddle boarding. In fact, the reduced
surface or “area of use” for the public means that the increasing use by the public will be further
constrained to a smaller use area, creating increased risk of injury resulting from the ensuing congestion.

In section 6, the farm would interfere with the use and enjoyment of the 3 docks, if I am reading
the statement correctly, that those using the docks would have to do so from the southerly section of the
cove only. The application does not state how far north the proposed lease is from the navigational
channel. Further, this area of the cove is utilized during the warmer months by the public on a daily
basis for the recreational purposes as noted above.



Lastly, section 10 must address that “the alteration or activity will not result in significant
conflicts with water-dependent uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming,
navigation, and commerce, and; ”. 1 disagree that the proposed farm “is removed from boat traffic,
away from the navigational channel” While the farm would not in the “navigational channel” as you
pass through the inlet to enter the cove, I believe from the descriptions and photos, that it will interfere
with boat traffic as boats pass into and out of the cove.

The deepest areas of Potter Pond are the cove at the northern most part of the pond near Perch
Cove and Segar Cove. In fact, these are the only two areas of the pond that are amenable to power
boating, sailing, and water skiing and tubing due to the depth of the water. The Raso application
includes a map which details Potter Pond and its depth. The proposed farm would take up areas of the
cove in depths of six (6) to eight (8) feet. This depth is critical to all types of boating and associated
activities. To divert 3 acres of Segar Cove to commercial farming would substantially interfere and harm
the public right to use the tidal waters.

In this section of the application. Mr. Raso references the 5% limit on coastal ponds for
aquaculture. Potter Pond presently has 2.1 % of the surface area being utilized by his present farm. As
an aside, when the present farm went it, it was quite a surprise to many of us who use the pond for
recreational purposes. This was the area that we would go quahogging regularly because of the depth of
the water and the good seafloor for clams. This area is also a prime area to paddleboard and kayak. I
can state that the present farm did substantially interfere with the public right to use the tidal waters.

If the proposal is granted, the new farm would increase the ponds overall commercial surface
usage to 3.1%. However, what will be the percentage of surface use of Segar Cove with the 3 acre
farm? The 620 feet by 215 feet farm will certainly have a significant conflict and spatial constraint with
water dependent uses such as recreational boating, fishing swimming, and navigation. Further
constricting public use will be the harvesting barge that will enter and exit the area daily. Potters Pond
has several narrow channels that require most boats to get up on plain to move thru the shallow areas; a
large, slow moving harvesting barge routinely passing thru will create more public use interference.

In conclusion, the Raso application should be denied for the foregoing reasons. I am objecting to
the application and I am requesting a hearing to voice my objection and reasoning. I look forward to
hearing from you soon regarding a hearing date. Thank you for your consideration of these matters.

My parents grew up parenting us
and watching us out on the pond, at the edge of the water in Segar Cove, in the water in Segar Cove,
crabbing, clamming, swimming, kite surfing, sailing, water skiing, tubing, barefooting, kayaking, paddie
boarding. | believe that in accord with legal opinions given, the main issue involved with putting a farm
there is that this will result in alteration that unreasonably interferes with, impairs or significantly
impacts existing public access to, or use of, tidal waters and / or the shore. As well | am of the very
strong opinion / belief that the alteration or activity will result in significant conflict with water
dependent uses and activities such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation, and
commerce.
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My experience is that once you affect outdoor area like Segar Cove, with any kind of change from its
natural state, adverse changes always come along with that change. A perfect example —we used to
clam all summer in the site of the current oyster farm. We have not enjoyed that right since they put
the oyster farm there. Not to mention there is no way to navigate through that with a paddle board, a
sail boat or in small water craft to go crabbing, or site seeing.

I own the property at 150 Prospect Rd, South Kingstown, RI 02879. My property sits on Segar Cove, |
have owned this property since July 1, 1995. We have a registered dock on the property and a RI
registered 18 Four Winns boat with a 150HP outboard which we use on a regular basis in the months of
June through September on Segar Cove for water skiing, tubing and fishing and clamming. We also have
two kayaks which are used regularly on these waters. While involved in these uses it in very often the
case that others are on the Cove at the same time involved in the same activity and operating space is very
limited. The operator and crew have to be extremely attentive to avoid a collision, the cove is not very
large for all of these activities that occur simultaneously on many days.

While I recognize Mr. Raso’s right to make this application I am somewhat surprised and honestly
disappointed he has. To my knowledge our community in Wakefield has not objected to his initial
application and subsequent expansion of his present operation in Potters Pond for commercial purposes
in an area that does not disrupt other’s enjoyment of these waters from their historical uses.

Many of us have been most supportive of his wonderful restaurant on Succotash Rd and I personally
have referred visitors to my home to the facility. He is a unique individual in his development of the
aquaculture industry in our state for which he is to be commended. Anyone who has seen him at his place
of business readily realizes his outstanding work ethic and humble, pleasant personality.

All of this background is necessary to explain why I am disappointed about this application. This
proposed Oyster Farm would essential eliminate much of the recreational activity that has been enjoyed
by thousands of Rhode Islanders and visitors to our State since the time Matunuck evolved as a summer
colony. Iuse this cove with my grandchildren to water ski,tube and fish and this proposed oyster farm
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location would severely impair much the water activities that take place in the restricted space of the
cove.

With regard to Items (3) and (10) in the application I am in total disagreement with a number of assertions
of Mr Raso concerning his responses to the site being “removed from boat traffic”.

When one is using the cove for water skiing the natural swing of the skier from the pulling boat crosses
directly over the area where the site of the farm is to be located .Due to the limited size of the cove this
path is necessary. Also boaters entering the cove from the east, do to ongoing activity occurring regularly,
drive to the north of the inlet again going directly over the site of the proposed farm. Kayakers and small
sail boats cross the area on a regular basis when water skiing or tubing is occurring in the cove and if this
farm were existing they would be prevented from using the cove simultaneously with water skiers.. To
assert that this site “is removed from boat traffic “is either a misleading representation by the applicant of
what occurs daily in the cove or ignorance of the daytime activities on this body of water.

Mr. Raso also indicates that he has “seen only occasional paddle craft in the proposed lease area” and
while that may be his experience which I find hard to understand after 19 years of traveling this body of
water that statement is factually totally untrue. One would only have to spend a day in the summer
months to see small speed boats constantly pulling skiers and tubers in exactly the area of the proposed
lease as well as jet skiers and sail boats. I've lived on this pond for 22 summers and I enjoyably watch all
this activity from the deck of my home.

The assertion that “ | have never seen anyone fishing or shellfishing either commercially or recreationally
in the proposed area” may have been the applicant’s experience , but again a factually untrue statement.
Commercial diggers are always in the pond and in all locations and fishing occurs throughout the area at
different times of the day. Because Mr Raso claims to have not seen these activities does not mean they
have not occurred. As I’ve mention my deck has a full view of the area in question and I am at my home
throughout the daytime on many days in the summer months and I do see these activities.

In Item 6 with regard to “demonstrate the alteration will not unreasonable interfere with, impair or
significantly impacting EXISTING public access to or USE of the tidal waters...” 1have the following
comments regarding my disagreement with the applicant.

This existing historical public use of this body of water is recreational boating, kayaking, sailing, jet
skiing, clamming and other similar summertime activities. Using measurements of 150 yards in one
direction and 250 yards in another totally ignores the reality of the activity that occurs in this cove as
boats swing about to pull their skiers or tubers , kayakers and sail boats ply the cove and avoid courses of
collision with other activity ongoing. All the docks noted in Mr. Raso’s response are the historical
limiting items to the navigation on the cove presently tightening the navigational process for recreational
activities.. The addition of the proposed farm would make it virtually a constant danger to continue these
historical activities on Segar Cove.

In Item 11 with regard to “demonstrate that measures have been taken to minimize any adverse scenic
impact “ I have the following comment. How does the applicant intend to eliminate the view of the
activity of the commercial workers maintaining the farm. The exisiting operating location on Potters Pond
gives an indication of the experience of this farming activity. It is a significant distance from the nearest
residence but this proposed facility will be directly under an existing home and in direct close view of



many homes on the cove and the employee work process of this proposed facility will be within ¢
of these homes. Mr. Raso’s response to the question is hard to understand that the farm “ will not be in
direct view of any homeowner on the pond “ and not supported by the reality of the exiting farm on
Potters Pond which is in direct view of all who pass and the homes on the shore albeit at some significant
distance unlike the proposed farm.

In conclusion, it is my belief that the decision before CRMC at this time with regard to this application is
shall the existing historical activity in Segar Cove that is and has been enjoyed by many of our
citizens and guests in our state from the beginning of time in this area as a summer resort be
abandoned to allow the expansion of an exisiting commercial activity, to provide more product to
its restaurant . This activity is not necessary to provide success or profitability to this enterprise as
will be readily obvious with one visit to the location and the waiting lines to be seated. I submit
the proper decision is to deny this application and advise the applicant to find other locations in
the ponds along our southern shore line that do not take away others’ rights and enjoyments The
citizens that inhabit the homes that line Segar Cove pay significant property taxes because of their
shore front location and they do not deserve to have a commercial operation at their shoreline.

L appreciate and respect that public bodies such as the CRMC are often charged with arbirtrating between
the citizen’s rights and business rights . I would submit that on this instant matter the scales tip
decidedly in favor of the objector citizens since the applicant business has had significant prior
approvals by this body to operate his farming operation on the Potter Pond body of waters. With
all the options on the South County waterfront the committee need not take other’s rights and
enjoyment.

I'look forward to appearing before the Council and appreciate the time and effort the CRMC and its
members devote to protecting the environment of our State !

As a consequence, I was very distressed when I just recently received a copy of the application
submitted by Perry Raso seeking to expand a commercial venture in the waters of Potter Pond.
My family and I believe that Potter Pond generally, including Segar Cove, should remain a
recreational area available for the enjoyment of all local residents and visitors.

If Mr. Raso’s application is granted, it will become more difficult to camry on recreational
activities in the waters of Potter Pond. This would impose a significant limitation on our ability
to enjoy our home. We have a principal residence in Washington, DC and come to Rhode Island
to relax and enjoy the natural environment around our Rhode Island home. An important part of
the enjoyment we get from our home on the shores of Potter Pond is the use of the water for
recreational purposes. The installation of the equipment which Mr. Raso is proposing to place in
the waters of Potter Pond will, of necessity, impinge on the ability of nearby residents to benefit
from the Pond.

I own and reside at 231Sycamore Lane, South Kingstown, RI 02879. My property abuts Potters Pond on a
cove often referred to as Segar Cove. We have a registered dock on the property and a RI registered 21
foot Hurricane boat powered with a 150 Yamaha outboard which we use daily on Segar Cove during the
summer. We also have two kayaks, one row boat and two jet skis which we also use on the Segar Cove.

Some of my concerns...
Mr. Raso’s answers to items 3, 6 and 10 are not true.

I know his answers are untrue because I live on Segar Cove with complete view of the proposed lease site
specified within the above file number and I continually observe the number and frequency of power
boating, swimming, fishing, clamming, water sici-ing, power boat puﬂe& tul)ing, paddle boards, kayaks,
sail boards, small sail boats and row boats that ply all the areas of Segar Cove.

Specifically.....Jtem 3. Mr Raso answered, the lease area is “removed from boat traffic”. While it may
be north of what he calls a “navigation channel” (I know of no “navigation channel” so I guess he means
the channel opening from Segar Cove to the other portions of Potter’s Pond) the area most certainly is
NOT REMOVED FROM BOAT TRAFFIC. I use it all the time as do the kayaks, fishermen, sail boats,

etc listed above.

Boat traffic flows thru the proposed Iease area all the time ESPECIALLY for water skiers and younger
children being pulled in tubes by powered boats. Additional users come from boats on all the docks on



Segar and Potters not just the three docks mentioned in the north part of Segar as well as from boat\«c@,,? 8
owners who lease moorings from the town of South Kingstown in the South portion of Segar Cove as ““ﬁfi’ﬁo{ﬁ’,ﬁ?@@
well as the mooring field in Middle Cove. (I have contacted the SK Harbor Master Michael Stach to get ~X
the total number of leased moorings.

0620 , perhaps he can help you with the question about recreational usage on Segar). All the powered

boats from the two SK town moorings fields use Segar Cove. All the dock owners in Middle cove and

Deep Cove, They use Segar Cove. Two Town of South Kingstown roads (Lake Ave and Park Ave)

terminate on to Segar Cove. Residents of those streets and all the surrounding streets store canoes,

kayaks ,etc etc on the town’s right of way and they use Segar Cove all summer long.

Item 6 “demonstrate the alteration will not unreasonable interfere with, impair or significantly impacting
public ...use of the tidal waters...”

Mr Raso again states it is removed from boat traffic. This is in fact another mistruth. Boats of all kinds,
as well as clam diggers, kayaks etc etc (see above for various recreational users) utilize the proposed area
of the lease. Mr. Raso’s comment about the narrowness of the lease not causing issues or problems is very
much incorrect.

IN FACT NARROWNESS is indeed one of the major issues with this lease. This Iease while it may be

and place waxer skiers and tubers mto dangerous com;act wsth has ﬂoatmg cages lmes, ropes, ,buoys as
well as the docks on the west side of Segar Cove. Additionally, it moves non powered sailing, paddling,
rowing swimming activity to the middle of the Cove putting them more in harms way of powered boats.
If this lease is granted it will only be a matter of time before a serious to fatal boating accident occurs.
This very area of Segar is currently the safest area and perhaps the only area, for such powered boat turns.
To diminish the width of this area by granting this lease would be dangerous to the point of negligence.

See below for my estimates of how the lease will dramaticaily reduce the width of Segar and thus cause
safety issues for recreational users.

Item 10. “demonstrate.....will not result in significant conflicts with water-dependent uses and activities
such as recreational boating, fishing, swimming, navigation...”

Mr Raso’s answer is stunnmgly false. H1s reply “I have lived and worked on the pond contmuously for
the last 19 years and over those years 1 have seen oniy a occasional pad(iie craft in the proposed lease. ..
have never seen anyone fishing or shell fishing ...in the proposed area”.

This is a terrible untrue and patently false. That area is teeming with all of the activities Item 10 lists as
potential conflicts and the lease will in fact not only make conflicts but will make Segar Cove a dangerous
area for recreational users. Most, if not all, property owners or recreational users of Segar will negate Mr
Raso’s answer. One person’s recollection of the volume of traffic should certainly not be taken at face
value. Property owners on Potter’s pond as well as mooring leaser owners, and recreational boaters
disagree with Mr Raso’s recollection,

I know Mr. Raso and have had respect for him up until now, however, his answer to this question is so
incorrect that I feel that all his other answers to the questions in the application are now questionable as to
their accuracy.



The proposed area of the lease is one of the few areas on Segar where a power boat pulling a skier or
tuber can safely make a turn under power and protect the skier or tuber from coming too close to the shore /4% ) e
and the docks in the area. The leased area will greatly diminish the width of Segar and make any power ™,
boat turn much more dangerous. It will also force unpowered craft to the middle of the Cove putting them

more in harms way of powered craft. The fact that the application indicates a dock is located 350 feet

from the edge of the lease should send up a red flag on the danger this lease would present to power boats

pulling tubers or skiers.

In closing, this lease should not be granted in the area of Segar Cove so designated within the FILE
number above. Mr. Raso’s answers to items 3, 6 and 10 are not true. Boating and all other recreational
usage in the proposed lease is heavy and frequent. Narrowing Segar Cove at this point will create danger
and hazardous conditions for recreational users.

If a CRMC decision on the volume of recreational usage and the dangerous conditions that may occur
because of the narrowing of Segar Cove, how will you determine whether it is heavy as I and numerous
others say, or non-existent as Mr Raso states? How will CRMC come to its decision as to who is correct?
In the absence of anything other than “he said, I said” shouldn’t we table this application and have CRMC
undertake a study during May thru Sept of 2018 on activity levels and then make the decision. The
property owners and recreational users of Segar Cove certainly deserve at least a decision based upon
actual usage facts.

P.S I spoke by telephone today with Michael Stach Harbor Master South Kingstown, 401 641 0620

Harbormaster@skpd.org. Mr Stach told me that Mr. Raso’s replies to items 3,6 10 are not accurate and
that there is a large amount of boating traffic in the proposed area. As a non voting member of the Water
Front Commission he has shared that info with the Commission and that info should appear in the
minutes of the FEB 1 2018 Commission meeting. Please contact Mr. Stach to confirm the inaccuracy of
Mr. Raso’s replies concerning recreational boating in the proposed lease area.

I am attempting to calculate the width of Segar Cove, however, I am having difficulty with the scale
shown on the maps in the filing. Shouldn’t scale be clearly noted on these supporting documents? I note
that Mr Raso conveniently omits the West Coast line of Segar cove on his larger depiction of the lease
field which would more clearly show the narrowing of the Cove and allow for a more accurate
calculation. Ialso question if the pencil drawn lease area identified with with a pencil drawn arrow on the



map displaying all of Potter’s pond is correct in scale. (Does not CRMC require EXACT survey and map
information on all documents submitted with an application, especially when public safety is impacted).

However assuming Segar Cove is 1,000 feet wide at the point of the proposed lease I subtract 320 feet
from that [,000 feet (i.e. fease starts 45 feet from east shore, is 250 feet wide and uses a barge that is
anchored on the west edge of the lease that is 25 feet wide. That would leave 680 feet remaining.
However, there may be much less since the application states that there are two docks, one on the east
side and one of the west side that are 150 yards from the end of the lease. That would narrow the Cove to
350 feet in width.

I am attempting to find the US Coast Guard or the appropriate agency that provides guidelines on safe
distances water skjers and fubers shotild stay away front docks and other obstacles such as those the
proposed lease would introduce to Segar Cove. (i.¢ lines, crates, buoys, submerged cables, ropes, floating
apparatus etc). One book says skiers should be 100 feet away from docks / obstacles and another says
150 feet. If 100 feet is accurate a powered boat pulling a skier or tuber would have only 150 feet to make
a safe turn, at 150 foot safe distance from lease area to dock, a boat would have 50 feet to turn. Assuming
the above estimates are correct this lease would effectively eliminate recreational skiing and tubing in
Segar Cove and make non power boat usage much more dangerous as they are forced into a more
fidtiowet died withi the poweted budts.

I am sure someone at CRMC can make the above calculation about reduction in turning radius for
powered boats with skiers or tubers as well as provide guidelines for how far a skier should maintain a
distance from hazards such as docks, rocks, shore area, and the ropes, floating cages, cables work barges
associated with an Oyster Farm.

We have been frequent
visitors to these ponds for over 25 years and were fortunate enough to recently buy into a family
property on Seaweed Cove, near the current oyster farm. We are boat owners (two boats), avid
paddlers, as well as owning four kayaks. We have direct access to the ponds through our dock, quahog
frequently, and make year-round use of this beautiful recreational space.

Potters Pond and the surrounding coves are an ideal location for all types of recreation. The proposed
oyster beds would limit these activities in Segar Cove, one of the only deep-water coves in Potters Pond.
Additionally, the proposed beds appear to be directly adjacent to nests often used by Ospreys. We,
along with many other visitors, closely watch these birds each season.

While we did not oppose the original oyster beds, and are happy at the success the Matunuck Oyster
Bar has achieved, boats and paddle boards cannot clear the current beds, limiting access to this space
and the activities highlighted above; we simply do not feel an expansion is appropriate.

I am writing in reference to the Public Notice request by Perry Raso for a three-acre scallop and oyster farm
using floating and suspended gear. (File number 2017-12-086). The proposed location for this site is in waters
approved for shellfish harvesting located in Potter Pond shellfish classification area GA10 harvest area 6P in the
town of South Kingstown .

The classification of shellfish grounds is an ongoing process based on the principles of the National Shellfish
Sanitation Program. The Department of Environmental Management assumes no liability by the leaseholder for
changes in classifications that may restrict or prohibit access and/or harvesting from said lease area. While this
site currently has an approved classification for the harvesting of shellfish, extraordinary circumstances (i.e.,
large amounts of rainfall, hurricanes or oil spills) could temporarily halt such harvesting and prohibit work on
said lease. If approved please include the following language that CRMC and DEM previously agreed to as a
stipulation:

Aquaculturists in areas where emergency shellfish closures have been enacted will be allowed access to
their leases for the purposes of preparing for and planting seed and when extreme weather could result in
loss or damage of gear to conduct necessary maintenance/retrieval of their equipment. All other
activities on the aquaculture lease, including but not limited to the harvest of shellfish, will remain
prohibited until the water quality is acceptable to allow for harvest. Aquaculturists seeking permission
to access their lease during an emergency closure must seek authorization by contacting Dave Beutel,
CRMC's aquaculture coordinator at 783-7587.

The applicant should be aware that at the 2017 ISSC conference, changes were adopted to the model ordinance
relating to floating aquaculture gear. The proposed changes are under review by FDA for final approval and
inclusion in the next model ordinance update. The changes adopted at the ISSC conference include a
requirement that aquaculture gear that attracts birds or mammals to the extent that their waste presents a human
health risk shall have a written operation plan. While not yet a requirement, please advise Mr. Raso of this
pending requirement and encourage him to consider methods to deter waterfowl attraction.

In the effort to address increasing water temperatures and the potential threat of a Vibrio Illness outbreaks we
are asking all lease holders to monitor water temperature at their lease site and keep records of actual
temperatures of bottom, surface and at the depth waters where the shellfish are being grown during the Summer
months (June-September). If this project is approved, please include this request in your aquaculture approval
document.

Mr. Raso has addressed the traffic and parking problems at the restaurant and the fleet
problem by expanding.

However, this success is expanding farming to a point that is conflicting with the
recreational use of Potter Pond. The acreage devoted to oyster farming is blocking use of
the shallow banks around Potter Pond for canoe, small sail boat and kyak use.

The once scenic pond view is now clouded with industrial skids harvesting the oysters.
These barge is anchored at the oyster farm during the rotation of the oyster bags and
during the harvesting.

By expanding into Segar Cove, this farming process will be further challenged by the deep
water channel that will divide the existing farm from the proposed 3 acre addition. The
harvesting skids will have to motor across the channel and into the deep Segar Cove to
reach the shallows. Power boats and skidoo type craft will be at conflict with the new
traffic flow as it attempts to cross this channel and reach Segar Cove.

I request a hearing to present these legal issues with Mr. Raso.

‘We purchased 100 Peninsula Rd in 2006 and reside there full time throughout the summer months, and part-time
through the rest of the year. We have a dock on Potters Pond and make extensive use of our powerboat, kayaks,
paddleboards and sailboat in Segar Cove (while enjoying the local wildlife as well; there is an Osprey nest directly
adjacent to the proposed oyster farm / work area).

We applaud the success of Matunuck Oyster Bar and support the current use of Potters Pond for oyster farming.
However, we have noted expansion of this activity over the years, which has somewhat restricted paddleboarding
and kayaking, and are concerned that continued expansion will further hinder the recreational public use that

Two days ago, we wrote to you in opposition to the above application to increase
the acreage of the oyster farming operation in Potter's Pond. This letter serves to
supplement the points made and add our contact information, which we have learned may
be required.

For over 30 years we have owned a house with a backyard on Potter Pond. On
most summer and fall mornings and on many days at sunset, one of us rows in a single
scull in the area where Mr. Raso proposes to install shellfish equipment. A neighbor,
Gilbert Indeglia, also uses a single scull in this area. Our family and guests including
children, use our kayak, canoe, and paddleboard from our property all summer long, and
the area at issue is a favored destination. We invite friends from other parts of town to
launch their kayaks from our shoreline, and they frequently do so.

When the Matunuck Oyster Bar/Perry Raso first installed an oyster farm, the
racks were below the surface and posed little hazard to sculls, kayaks or paddle boards as
it was possible to navigate over them. When the area of the oyster racks was
substantially increased about two years ago, with structures protruding on the surface of
the water, large areas of the pond were blocked and made inaccessible to us for
recreational use.

I am a thirty (30) year resident of Segar Cove, living on the waterfront at the very south end of the Cove. Indeed, after
every Northeaster, residents of the Cove (and beyond) search my property for lost and blown items.

| wish to appeal to your good offices in vehement opposition to the proposed oyster farming tract proposed by Mr. Raso in
the subject application. As you can readily see from Potter Pond maps, there are only two (2) Pond areas suitable for
recreational power boating, in area and depth, despite the overall vastness of the Pond. One area is the northern reach,
just south of Perch Cove and Route One. The second area is Segar Cove. All other areas are shallow, weed grassed,
and used only for passage in recognized channels. And within Segar Cove, usage is limited to the northern reach, as
there is abundant residential dockage and the SK "F" mooring field at the southern half.

In the "power boatable" northern half of Segar Cove, power boating tends to proceed in a "Great Circle" fashion, either
clockwise or counter-clockwise, depending on boater density. These Circle boaters are water skiers, tubers, skidoo or
board riders. Pontoon craft, kayakers, paddle boarders and sail craft by and large stay leisurely to the center of the "Great
Circle" or the southern end of Segar Cove. Hence, Segar Cove is a recreational destination by itself with extensive fair
weather traffic, notwithstanding those who shove off for the northern end of Potter, or are heading out to Salt Pond.

This proposed farming tract, even assuming it is comprised of three square acres stacked north to south, with its acreage
30 to 40 feet off the eastern shore and its additional need for workboat access on the tract's western side, will put a major
"dent" in our "Great Circle" utilization pattern and may in fact challenge boaters' sense and estimation of proximity to the
tract, creating unforseen perils. The working western edge of the proposed tract could extend almost 300 feet to the west,
hence the "dent" into boatable waters, bringing powered and unpowered craft into confusing proximity.. The overall
proposed farming tract could obligate up to 150,000 square feet of of navigable Segar Cove, after factoring in distance off
the eastern shore and northern and western tract markers. That's too big a bite out of Segar Cove, especially with equally
desirable alternate tracts in the northern end of Potter Pond.

Given all considerations, even acknowledging that the proposed location is a perfect "lee" location protecting Raso assets
and operations from damaging nor'easters (unlike his current Potter operations that get savaged each year), a single for-
profit commercial consideration just does not stand up to the access, interests and enjoyments of residents, visitors and
tourists who look to the Pond-related recreational offerings of South Kingstown. Besides, countering the "oyster demand”
argument in the application, | have never seen a sign "Temporarily Out of Oysters" at the Oyster Bar location! Of course,
business expansion may create demand, but Segar Cove is not the answer.

Please schedule a public hearing on the Application so you may witness the quantity and quality of local opposition to this
proposal.

As many
of us know, Potters Pond already has racks and are a vital part of the Matunuck Oyster Farm. Matunuck
Oyster is hoping to add three acres of floating racks for scallops.

In the application section (10) it states “I have seen only a occasional paddle craft in the proposed lease which
will not be impeded if the lease is granted. | have never seen anyone fishing or shellfishing either commercially

or recreationally in the proposed area.”

As a recreational kayak fisherman, | want to raise awareness to CRMC that many people actually fish in
Potters Pond, particularly during the Cinder Worm hatch. | am seeking pictures taken of kayak fishing in
Segar's Cove in Potters Pond.

I am hoping to raise awareness about the process regarding the leasing process - and how it could negatively
impact recreational anglers in the future. | have been through the CRMC Red Book and know there is
language about recreational use of the salt ponds in RI.

Please understand that | fully realize that the oysters | enjoy so much come from saltwater. | know that our
Rhode Island economy needs all the help that it can get, and our marine fisheries are one pathway to bolster
our state. My concerns are not from a position of “not-in-my-backyard” but from “how-can-we-all-enjoy-and-
benefit-our-backyard?”

In addition, | don’t know of any established progressions in technology or real estate that ever go back to the
the way it once was. For example, how many people do you know that once had a cell phone? | fear that
without striking a balance, we will lose the natural resources that we all enjoy.
